Project Healing Waters Fly Fishing, Inc. (PHWFF)
was founded in 2005 at Walter Reed Army Medical
Center (WRAMC), with the help of local Trout
Unlimited (TU) and Federation of Fly Fishers (FFF)
volunteers. Their mission is to assist in the physical
and emotional rehabilitation of disabled active duty
military personnel and veterans through fly fishing
and fly tying education and outings.

This program provides basic fly fishing, fly casting,
and fly tying instruction for wounded personnel,
ranging from beginners to those with prior fly
fishing experience, who are adapting their skills to
their new abilities. Since its inception in 2005 the
program has expanded from the Washington, DC
area, to over 70 such programs throughout the
U.S. and Canada.

Alan Harger Education & Conservation Fund
Why The Fund Was Established

This Fund was established in memory of Alan
Harger, a long-time member of South Sound Fly
Fishers. Alan, throughout his many years of
leadership and service, supported and lived the
purpose of our club, contributing to conservation,
education and the art of fly fishing.

Alan Harger was an active supporter of the
Northwest Youth Conservation and Fly Fishing
Academy contributing both his time and resources
towards supporting northwest youth to learn about
the art of fly fishing and the importance of
conservation.

Alan donated his fly fishing and fly tying equipment
and supplies to South Sound Fly Fishers. Through
direct donations and through the sale of AlanQOs fly
fishing gear, this Fund was established to continue
AlanOs support of the Northwest Youth Conservation
and Fly Fishing Academy.

How The Fund Will Be Used

The Scholarship Fund will be used to annually
contribute to the Northwest Youth Conservation
and Fly Fishing Academy. The annual contribution
will be made directly to the Academy. It may be a
general contribution to the Academy to be used as
the Academy leadership sees fit or it may be
designated to pay for the fees of one or more
specific youth.

SSFF has consistently supported the Academy
with volunteers and annual financial
contributions. The creation of this Fund is not
intended to replace the SSFF contribution to the
Academy. SSFF intends to continue its financial
support of the Academy by either making a
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separate club contribution to the Academy or by
contributing into the Scholarship Fund.

Sustaining the Fund

As of March 1, 2010, the Scholarship Fund balance
was $5,258.60. These monies will be invested by
the SSFF treasurer in an interest bearing account
and interest from the investment will be retained

in the Fund.

Each year SSFF will seek donations to the Fund. This
solicitation may range anywhere from a reminder to
club members to a formal fund raising activity.

The size of the annual contribution to the Academy
will be determined by the SSFF Board. The Board
will consider the balance in the Scholarship Fund,
contribution trends, Academy financial need and
fund sustainability in determining how much to
contribute.

If, in the unlikely event the Academy ceased to
exist, the Alan Harger Scholarship Fund monies
would be used to the support projects or activities
which promote conservation and/or education in
the art of fly fishing.

Now that spring is springing up around us and we
are feeling the urge to go out and beat the water to
a froth, in pursuit of the lunkers; | decided to leaf
through some dusty old books for a few tips. Now
leafing back through Dame Juliana BernerOs
OTreatyse of Fisshynge With An AngleO, published
in 1496 is going back a little too far, however |
thought | would look to see what the old girl had to
say about this time of the year. Welllll, she said

the color russet serves all the winter until the end
of April, as well in rivers as in pools and lakes. She
goes on to describe her pattern for April. OThe
Stone fly, the body of black wool, and yellow under
the wing and under the tail ; and the wings of the
drgke, in the beginning of May, a good fly the body
of reddened wool and lapped about with black silk;
the wings of the drake and the red CapponOs
hackle. Whew!

| can understand her choice of stone fly for streams,
they like the fast water B lakes and ponds B no. The
small spring stone fly, 400 varieties in the world,

58 over here, and only 11 in the UK. The large
predatory stone has 250 varieties in the world, 98
here, and 5 in the UK. The small winter stone has
250 varieties world-wide, 129 here, and only 3 in

the UK. There are 1700 species world-wide.

Dame Berner did not refer to a May fly, they called
it something else. She may have described a fly of
the season when the mayfly was hatching, flying,
etc. The Mayfly was called the eel fly in sections
back east, because it hatched in the eel grass
there. It may have done the same in the UK. Color
and size is something else. There are 2,500 species
of mayflies in the world, 630 in the US, and only

37 in the UK.

One of the things | enjoy about fly fishing is the
history around the sport. It is all interesting. We
still have not answered the question what bug we
are going to use, but we like the search.

A very successful 2009 Northwest Conservation and Fly Fishing Academy was held this
past June.

Jim
Brosio and | have agreed to co-chair the Academy scheduled for June 20-26, 2010. It will
again be held on Hicks Lake at the Gwinwood Conference Center in Lacey, Washington.

The Academy is a joint venture between Trout Unlimited (TU) and The Federation of Fly
Fishers (FFF), hosted by the South Sound Fly Fishers and the Olympia TU Chapter. The all-
volunteer instructors and staff have done a wonderful job in the past and we are looking
forward to their continued support for another great Academy in 2010.

Two organizations, TU and FFF, have been the main financial source of support, along with
some very generous individuals, and we trust this will continue in the future. A number of TU
chapters and FFF clubs have sponsored youth to attend the Academy.

The Academy Steering Committee is requesting chapters and fly fishing clubs to donate at
the $500 level. Costs for the past Academy was approximately $700 per youth. We will
fund the balance from corporate and individual contributions. Cost to non-sponsored
youth will continue to be $275.

The Academy can be a life changing experience of our youthOs attitude about stewardship,
conservation, and fishing. The knowledge they learn about the abundance of life in our rivers
and streams is invaluable and it is imperative that we preserve this event for our current
youth so that they become our conservationists of the future.
