Conservation

The fund raiser banquet we are planing has been 
postponed to the fall. 

The Draft Policy that is listed below was approved 
with only ninor changes by the Fish and Wildlife 
Commission. Because the Oregon commission took 
a different approach - defining fishing seasons 
rather than allocating portions of the incidental 
catch - the Washington commission gave WDFW 
Director Jeff Koenings the authority to work with 
fishery managers in Oregon to ensure that the two 
states' policies are concurrent.

A final decision on spring chinook fishing seasons 
is scheduled Feb. 15 during a meeting of the 
Columbia River Compact, which represents fish 
and wildlife agencies from both states.

Ron:  Here is the draft policy. So far it is only a draft, but 
there are some powerful concepts in the first page, in 
particular. For example, conservation and recovery are the 
highest management priorities and long term stock benefits 
take precedence over "harvest benefits". We will see if this 
is adopted. The FFF supports it.
Club members are encouraged to use www.celp.org and 
www.wecprotects.org. as sources of information on the 
Crab Creek Dam and other projects as well as legislative 
initiatives. If they sign up for the news bulletins at the web 
sites, they will be kept informed of developments and will 
be able to easily send messages in support of conservation 
positions.

Guiding Principles

South Sound Fly Fishers Newsletter
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The Department serves as the trustee of this public 
resource and as such is responsible and accountable for 
sustainable fisheries.
Conservation and recovery are the highest priorities and 
will take precedence in managing the resource.
The Department will comply with the provisions of the 
U.S. v Oregon Management Agreement for upriver 
spring Chinook.
Tradeoffs between current harvest benefits and long-term 
stock well-being will be resolved in favor of the long-
term stock well-being.
The Department must be consistent with prescribed 
recovery measures in National Marine Fisheries Service 
Biological Opinions, and safeguard the health and 
viability of all salmon stocks as a precondition for 
harvest.
Manage harvest to meet hatchery goals.
The Department must meet conservation requirements 
for wild spring Chinook and wild winter steelhead, 
including populations listed under the federal 
Endangered Species Act.
The Department will manage harvest consistent with the 
applicable recovery management objectives.

Selective Fishery and Enforcement Guidelines
All fishers will comply with selective fisheries rules and 
standards.
The Department will continue to make improvements in 
the selectivity of recreational and commercial fishery 
gear through research and feasibility studies.
The Department will develop and implement a strategy 
for public communications and outreach on compliance 
issues.
The Department will continue to pursue strategies to 
enhance enforcement efforts and successful prosecution 
through the use of observer programs, increased 
enforcement presence, and cooperative work with local 
prosecutors.
The Commission expects recreational and commercial 
fishing sectors to demonstrate responsibility for 
continuous learning and skills development for selective 
harvest practices.

Stakeholders Visioning Process

The Commission supports the Stakeholder Group process 
in 2008 to assist in development of policy 
recommendations for 2009 and beyond.
The Commission recommends the Stakeholder Group to 
provide incentives for sectors that reduce release 
mortalities.

The Commission recommends the Stakeholder Group to 
include stronger penalties for those fishers that have 
repeat violations of selective fishery rules.
Fisheries Management Objectives
The Department will manage the mainstem Columbia 
River spring Chinook fisheries to limit the wild winter 
steelhead impact to less than 2%.
The Department will exercise in-season management 
flexibility to utilize the non-Indian upriver spring 
Chinook impact allocation to meet the objectives of both 
fisheries, i.e., upriver impact sharing adjustments in 
response to in-season information pertaining to catch and 
run size.
Adjustments to the sport fishery may occur in-season if it  
is estimated the fishery will not continue through April.

The Department will provide for sport fisheries 
throughout the Columbia River downstream of McNary 
Dam, sport/tribal fisheries in the Snake River and upper 
Columbia River, and commercial and sport fisheries in 
select areas.
The Department will ensure broad geographic 
distribution of the sport fishing opportunity in the main-
stem Columbia River.
Harvestable Lower Columbia River spring Chinook 
should provide opportunity to areas below the Willamette 
River.
Extend sportfishing opportunity as far into April as 
possible downstream of Bonneville Dam.
Utilize days of the week as a management tool.

Allocation of Upriver Spring Chinook Impacts The 
Director shall manage Columbia River non-Indian spring 
Chinook fisheries that are covered by the allowable ESA 
upriver impact rate (currently 2%) based on the following 
allocation guidelines. The recreational fishery allocation 
should be 65% of the allowable impact rate with the 
remainder to the commercial fishery.
Delegation of Authority The Washington Fish and Wildlife 
Commission delegates the authority to the Director, 
through the Columbia River Compact process, to set 
seasons for sport and commercial fisheries in the Columbia

Regional Fisheries Administrator regarding critical 
habitat for ESA-listed salmon and steelhead affected by 
the federal dams in the Columbia and Snake River Basin. 

Committee Activities
•Steelhead Committee is offering a steelhead print by Rod 

Walinchus (while supplies last) with a tax-deductible 
donation of $100.  If you are interested in making a 
donation, you will receive a beautiful print and a 1-year 
subscription to the Osprey, please contact the FFF 
Headquarters office. 

•Native Fish Refuges policy document developed by the 
Conservation Committee was approved by the Board of 
Directors. The policy can be viewed on the FFF 

conservation web pages.  The next steps are to formulate 
a strategy to implement the policy. 

Three conservation grants were awarded to various groups 
across the country.  

Friends of the Norfork Fish Hatchery of Arkansas will 
improve handicapped and youth access, and riparian 
vegetation to Dry Run Creek.
Potomac Valley Fly Fishers of Maryland will engage 
students in the Trout in the Classroom program in several 
schools in Fredrick County Maryland. 
Upper Guadalupe River Authority and the Hill Country 
Fly Fishers of Texas will continue with their Guadalupe 
bass restoration initiative to restore the state fish to its 
native waters. 

Staff Activities and Program Updates:
•Participated in an organizers meeting with a diverse 

group of conservation organizations to strategize on 
endangered species issues and related legislation.

•Participated in numerous conference calls as part of the 
Theodore Roosevelt Conservation Partnership Fish, 
Wildlife and Energy working group for Energy Issues.  
Recently appointed to the position of co-chair to this 
working group.  

•In November 2007, Congress passed the Water 
Resources Development Act that among other 
applications can be used for ecological restoration of 
specific rivers, including sections of the Yellowstone and 
Missouri Rivers.  Participated in meeting with regional 
conservation groups and discussed possible projects that 
would be appropriate.

•AEG Media begins their Fly Fishing Film Tour this 
month.  The tour is traveling across North America.  The 
films will be a mix of adventure destination fishing and 
conservation themes.  Don’t miss the tour when it comes 
to your town.

•Clean Angling Pledge continues to gain support and 
visibility.  Advertisements contain the logo and a call to 
inspect, clean and dry equipment to prevent the spread of 
aquatic invasive species.  Advertisements were featured 
in Black’s 2008 Fly Fishing Buyers Guide, and 
magazines Wild on the Fly, Montana Sporting Journal 
and American Fly Fisher. These advertisements were 
printed as a partner effort by fly fishing media sources 
that are concerned about the impact of aquatic invasive 
species.  

•Whitlock Vibert box orders: over 400 boxes were sold in 
the month of January. A total of 2,300 boxes were sold in 
2007.

Cell phone recycling program benefits fish habitat

Northwest Women Flyfishers (NWF) is collecting 
discarded cell phones to raise funds for its 
Conservation Grant Program.  Since 1991, NWF 
has provided over $135,000 in funds for small to 
medium-sized conservation projects in the 
Northwest. The NWF Conservation Grant 
Program is dedicated to the conservation and 
increase of wild fish, as well as the preservation 
and restoration of streams and lakes in the 
Northwest.

Used cell phones may be dropped off at any the 
following Puget Sound area fly shops: Avid Angler 
(Lake Forest Park), All About the Fly (Monroe), 
Creekside Angling Co. (Issaquah & Seattle), 
Kaufmann’s Streamborn (Bellevue & Seattle), 
Orvis (Bellevue), Pacific Fly Fishers (Mill Creek), 
Puget Sound Fly Company (Kent), and the Yakima 
River Fly Shop (Cle Elum, WA). Current cell phone 
collection locations are always posted and updated 
at www.NorthwestWomenFlyfishers.com.

In addition to the fly shop collection sites listed 
above, interested individuals are also encouraged 
to collect used phones on a one-time or ongoing 
basis at their clubs, businesses, work-places, 
churches, schools, and other organizations.  If you 
would like to collect phones for this project at your 
site or organization, contact NWF for assistance at 
NWFflyfishers@hotmail.com.

The typical lifespan for a cell phone is a brief 
eighteen months, and currently, only 1% are 
recycled. On average, 130 million are retired 
annually in the U.S. alone, and there are now an 

estimated 500 million used mobile phones in the 
U.S. sitting on shelves or in our landfills. This 
mountain of toxic waste poses a significant threat 
to the environment, and an equally large 
opportunity to re-channel these devices into 
productive reuse. Recycled cell phones are used for 
social programs providing emergency-only services, 
or in less developed countries where there are no 
land lines. Obsolete phones are destroyed in an 
environmentally responsible manner with 100% 
landfill diversion. Recycling your phone costs you 
nothing and contributes to the well-being of our 
planet and local fish habitat.
