Conservation

First hereÕs an update on fishery politics. State Senator 
Ken Jacobsen of Ballard continues his crusade to 
ÒneuterÓ (his declaration at the Natural Resources hearing, 
March 23) the publicÕs Fish and Wildlife Commission.   
His first effort, Senate Bill 5127 was defeated in the house, 
thanks in a great part to input from citizens, including a 
healthy number of SSFF members. Way to go.

However, determined to maintain commercial and tribal 
control of our stateÕs salmon and steelhead futures, a 
watered down version of the bill has been appended to 
SHB 1778, in a blatant attempt to stop this Òrule by 
numbers, instead of reasonÓ. The groundswell of support 
for scientific and conservation based management is 
unacceptable to these vested interests,   

At the confirmation hearing for Miranda Wecker last week, 
Jacobsen stated that his intent is to remove the members of 
the committee open to public input, and return control to 
the gill-netters. His stated rationale is that complaints from 
this small group have re-surfaced, and their interest must 
be placed ahead of the thousands of voters who chose a 
publicly appointed board and who are now making their 
preferences known through the public input process.

As a conservationist, I oppose this allotment of resources 
to a special interest group, especially one whose policies 
have imperiled the survival of so many species. As a 
citizen of Washington, I am enraged by this attempt to 
usurp public opinion in favor of personal profit motives.

You can read the bill, and form your own opinions. If you 
have a position on the issue, contact your representatives, and 
the governor. The link to the bill follows, and one to find your 
legislators was posted in last months Garden Hackle http://
apps.leg.wa.gov/billinfo/summary.aspx?bill=1778

Finally, the budget scramble has created some confusion in 
the organizations and agencies trying to maintain public 

services. We are partnering with entities including WDFW, 
Stream Team and the Veterans Conservation Corps to 
identify meaningful volunteer opportunities.  ItÕs been a bit 
of a shell game so far, but I assure you there is a pea under 
there, and we will start posting opportunities here in the 
Garden Hackle, and announcing them at meetings.

In the meanwhile, we are working with Larry Phillips of 
WDFW to develop signage for the Munn lake selective 
fishery which opened this year. TheyÕve been able to open 
the gates, but lack of clear posting has created some 
confusion. Some folks are bait fishing, using internal 
combustion motors, and so forth. Since the resource is 
very appealing to local trout fishers, we want to make sure 
that the pilot project becomes permanent, and reducing 
both violations and friction between those who follow the 
rules, the under-informed, and the occasional scoff law is a 
positive step in that direction.

Stackpole Books, Mechanicsburg, PA, 2008
160 pages, Hardbound, illustrated B&W, suggested price 
$16.95 

This is one of a series of books which make available 
some of the best writings by fly fishermen, writings that 
have exerted a profound influence on fly fishing. And 
while the names of these men are legend, the writings that 
made them so are, unfortunately, little known and not 
readily available. The editor has provided the modern fly 
fisherman with the opportunity to learn from men upon 
whose shoulders much of modern fly fishing rests. Here 
are highlights of what each of these men wrote. The 
thoughts, observations, and experiences that became the 
basis of modern fly fishing, especially trout fly fishing. 

Cecil Mottram and his writing spanned the period 
comprising the both Halford and Skues. Thus he fished 
and wrote during the, at times, extremely bitter public 
dispute between these two great fly-fishing innovators. 
Mottram's first book provided a tremendously innovative 
and insightful discussion of dry fly and nymph fishing, and 
flies. Work that even today is inspiring in both its breadth 
and its depth of thought and observation. This first book 
published in 1915 carried the work of both Halford and 
Skues forward and on the same high plane. For those 

desiring to learn the history and the techniques useful 
today this work of Mottram is in the logical progression of 
seminal works. In addition, the editor has provided a 
suggested reading list at the conclusion of the book to 
allow readers to access additional information about Cecil 
Mottram and his books. A great read and in a format that 
allows for easy travel in gear bag or briefcase.
