Yakima River trip in October

This is a sparse news month from my area of interest,
with both recreationalists and conservationists busily
finishing summer activities, but there is a bright spot.

Just before I left for Montana, I heard from Larry
Phillips, our local district biologist from WDFW.
Larry has appeared at several of our meetings. Due in
part to active appearances by our club members
during a trial run this spring, our local Munn Lake
will convert to a catch and release fishery next year. |
have yet to meet with Larry to get all the details, but
in a nutshell, the department proposed and the
commission has approved quality fishing status for
Munn Lake. Details such as whether the gates will be
open year round, stocking species and levels, etc.
escape me at this point, but I will provide more details
after my meeting with Larry following Labor Day.

The commitment to this move was based partly on the
proof of public interest in the proposal. Last spring
SSFF members showed up in good numbers, both for
the opening, and returning sufficiently to convince the
regulators that there is indeed support for a C&R lake
in the lowlands.
