Divers fish for deepwater dangers

SEATTLE -- A cleanup effort is under way to get rid of
forgotten dangers lurking deep in the mud of the Puget
Sound.

Lost or abandoned crab pots and fishing nets continue to
catch and kill sea life and, at times, even tangle up divers.

But at least one group has not forgotten about these
deepwater dangers. Northwest Straits Initiative fishes for
abandoned and forgotten crab pots that have not stopped
fishing. On Wednesday divers found a pot full of crabs.

"Mostly alive. Yeah, they're all alive," said Kyle Antonelis
with the marine conservation group.

But it's a slow death behind the bars of the crab pot.
Trapped crabs rot, are cannibalized or are eaten by other
sea life like the star fish.

Since 2002, divers have pulled 20,000 dead fish, birds and
even seals from abandoned nets and traps.

Just a few months ago, a scuba diver got snagged by a
ghost net in the San Juans. Many pots use a legal rot cord
that eventually creates an escape for crabs. But the one
divers found on Wednesday did not.

"This was definitely done illegally. So yeabh, it's
maddening. There's regulation for a reason. This is an
important resource," said Antonelis.

FFF Conclave b Whitefish, Montana

Conclave is scheduled for July 22-26 in Whitefish,

The reversal of this fiasco is
the primary goal of CCA, in concert with a number
of existing local organizations which have been
pursuing the same end for years. The major
difference in this group is the methods that have
been developed over thirty years of comparable
disputes on both eastern coasts. | will briefly
outline what sort of activity you can expect, and
share the official position papers recently issued by
the state board of Washington. | encourage you to
visit the national and regional websites,
ccapnw.org, and cca.org. for details such as gill net
bans, dam removal, and rebounding of threatened
stocks, as well as fundamental CCA missions and
objectives.

So, what is CCA? What do they do if itOs not a
fishing club? CCA is a non-profit marine
conservation organization comprised of 17 state
chapters. CCAOs presence in the federal court
system has been critical in conserving fisheries
through its legal defense fund. The legal, scientific
and legislative initiatives provide an organized
professional effort supported by broad voter
support and experienced lobbyists.

These goals are pursued through several fronts;
primarily membership, which is crucial. Since this
is a volunteer effort, dedicated individuals provide
the labor and initiative, but also reflect political
clout. CCA pnw now has over 7,000 members,
which the state government regards as 17,500
likely votes. One hundred and thirty three votes
determined the last gubernatorial election, so they
know weOQre significant.

Fundraising is a cornerstone as well. Commercial
fishing groups invest heavily in lobbyists, and
lawyers, so have held tremendous sway over the
legislature and the overlapping state agencies,
particularly the WDFW. To succeed, we must do
the same. We canOt sell fish to fund our coffers, so
must fund the effort from our own community
pockets. Since itOs the grass roots effort that has
built CCA success, this aspect receives a great deal
of effort, and consistently broad support from the
community. Washington and Oregon chapters have
raised over $300,000 in this first year, which stays
here to fund our recovery efforts.

And what will these efforts consist of? CCA pnw
has issued the following six position papers.
Detailed versions will be emailed shortly to all
local and chapter members, but to date, these are
the issues for which an official position has been
drafted:

CCAPNW Positions
(Washington Chapter)

1. Promote Selective fishing for both recreational and
commercial fishing.

2. Washington CCA supports developing a
comprehensive program designed to remove
abandoned fishing gear including gill nets and crab
pots.

3. Washington CCA urges the federal government to
fulfill its Mitchell Act commitments to hatchery
funding and reform.

4. CCA Washington supports systematic and vigilant
programs of professional catch monitoring and
evaluation to minimize impacts to depleted and
ESA listed stocks.

5. Washington CCA believes that harvest management
errors, if they are to occur, should favor
conservation. Furthermore, since the fisheries
resources of Washington are the property of present
and future generations, harvestable surpluses
should be distributed in a manner that maximizes
conservation and the economic benefits to all
citizens of the state.

6. Independent scientific reviews have recognized the
positive ecological benefit to natural salmon stocks
from the distribution of salmon carcasses and have
recommended steps to reduce any possible negative
impacts to salmon stocks. Washington CCA
supports these findings and recommendations.

In closing, let me say | personally find it difficult to
fault these positions and | support them both

individually and officially as a member of our local
CCA chapter. | will continue to be an avid member
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of South Sound Fly Fishers, where | go to socialize
and share my love of fish and fishing. | hope to
meet more of you all, and hopefully to fling some
string with some of you. | donOt have quite as much
time for it now though, because | feel | have to give
my best effort to keep one more awe inspiring
natural wonder from being squandered for fleeting
profit by a small group. We welcome your
recognition and support.

Gregg Whitley of Ripon, CA successfully completed the
requirement of the Cuttcatch program. Project Cuttcatch
encourages fly fishers to document memories of the
cutthroat trout subspecies they have caught and released,
like a bird enthusiast recording sightings of a rare bird.
Members of FFF who successfully catch four subspecies
of cutthroat trout are eligible for the Cuttcatch Award.
Some of the subspecies occupy a very small range and
they can only be found in small remote drainages b so
tracking down these amazing fish is an adventure unto
itself.
